Señor Gobernador,
I would respectfully draw your attention to the case of the five members of OPIM, namely los Señores Natalio Ortega Cruz, Romualdo Santiago Enedina, Raúl Hernández Abundio, Orlando Manzanárez Lorenzo, Manuel Cruz Victoriano. They are accused of having committed a crime (murder) with 10 other members of their organisation the 1st of January, 2008. I call on you to guarantee that these five members of OPIM arrested on 18 April in Ayutla, and the other 10 OPIM members facing arrest, will not be tortured or otherwise ill-treated. 
Moreover I call on you to ensure that all those charged are given fair trials in accordance with international human rights standards, including the right to legal representation of their choice and access to medical attention and their families.

I urge you to ensure that the court independently and impartially evaluates the evidence put forward by the prosecution and the defence in committal proceedings.
I remind you politely that the UN Declaration on the Rights and Responsibilities of Individuals, Groups and Institutions to Promote and Protect Universally Recognized Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms recognizes the legitimacy of the activities of human rights defenders and their right to carry out their activities without any restrictions or fear of reprisals.
